			WHEREAS: C.T. Vivian continues his activism today, speaking out for racial justice and democracy; 			and

			WHEREAS: President Obama announced that Rev. Dr. C.T. Vivian will be a recipient of the 				Presidential Medal of Freedom this year, the nation’s highest civilian honor; and 

			WHEREAS: The City of Macomb desires to recognize Dr. C.T. Vivian for his lifelong commitment to 			social justice through the honorary naming of Murray Street as C.T. Vivian Way in its entirety from 			Western Avenue to State Street.
