MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 9, 2013
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, September 9, 2013 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present:  Ryan Hansen (arrived at 5:02 p.m. after roll call), Steve Wailand, Louis Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Tom Koch, Donald Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson, City Attorney Kristen Petrie and CDC Ed Basch.   City Treasurer Ronald Ward was absent. 

There was no public comment.

The first item on the agenda was a presentation from Mr. Gregg Huston regarding extending C.T. Vivian Way.  Mr. Huston requested that the street honoring C.T. Vivian, (Western Ave to Charles) be extended all the way through to Murray. 

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to approve the request, all Aldermen voting
“Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and stated it would be drafted and presented for final action later in the month.  

The second item of discussion was on the authorization to award the bid for the emergency clear well piping project to E. L. Pruitt Company, in the amount of $229,188.00.  Council was given power to act.

CA Torreson explained that the CEF Specialist had assessed the scope and solution to the project three weeks ago and filled out the necessary paperwork.  He stated that the City had not received copies of the paperwork yet.  He stated it had not been approved by FEMA.  

He explained that the project was bid June 17, 2013, with a ninety day window which was quickly approaching and he recommended that Council approve the bid.  

 Alderman Koch moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to approve the bid award to E.L. Pruitt Company in the amount of $229,188.00.

Alderman Hinderliter asked when it would begin and how long it would take.

Doug Erickson stated that there was a two week time period between when the bid was awarded and notice to proceed, however he stated that there were funding issues that CA Torreson might need to finalize before that was done.  He stated the construction time frame was one month.  

CA Torreson asked could the project be put on hold if things were to fall through after awarding the bid.

Doug Erickson stated that he had not been privy to any of the conversations with the FEMA people, but once the contract had been awarded, it was awarded; then you would have to figure out how to get out of the contract.  

CA Torreson stated that all parties involved had approved it.  

Alderman Moon stated with all that being said; don’t we normally get something in writing to confirm the funding.  He stated that he assumed there would be no proceeding until that was received.  

CA Torreson stated that it was to be received by the end of the week.  

Alderman Moon stated he would hesitate awarding until it was in writing.
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Doug Erickson stated that they were all aware of the importance of the project in light of the usage of the clear well and the recent fire in Quincy.  He stated that if the paperwork were to be another week, he recommended speaking with E. L. Pruitt Company to ask them to extend.  He stated it was another option that the Council could consider. 

Alderman Koch moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to amend the motion to award the contract to E. L. Pruitt Company in the amount of $229,188.00, upon written notification from FEMA that the funding was approved, Aldermen Hansen, Wailand, Gilbert, Dorsett, Hinderliter, Koch, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

Mayor Inman stated that they would be in contact with E. L. Pruitt Company Tuesday morning and also be steadfast with the correspondence and contact with FEMA.  

The third item of discussion was on the bids received for the sanitary sewer lining project.  The bids were opened September 4, 2013 and bid tabs were included in the packet for review.  There were three bids received from; SAK for $290,846.50, Hoerr for $266,955.00 and Visu Sewer for $264,150.00.  

PW Director Bainter went over the bids with Council stating it was a combination of sanitary and storm sewer lining.  He stated there was a form filled out to know how much money to take from each account. 
The storm sewer portion for the 48” totals 530 feet equaling $178,500.00 and the sanitary sewer portion for the 48” totals $85,550.00.  He stated it was over budget by $10,000.00 but had been told by Ms. Williams there was money to cover it.  

He stated the compliance with the EEO paperwork was rectified by the apparent low bidder.  

PW Director Bainter stated that because of the storm sewer portion being under budget there were three manholes he would like to include in the project.  

Mayor Inman stated this would be placed on agenda for final action at Monday night meeting. 

The fourth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 15-214 and 15-215 of the Municipal Code of Macomb regarding reducing limited parking zoning (East Carroll and Auburn Drive).   

Alderman Dorsett asked if there had been any opinions for or against from the Citizen’s.  

Mayor Inman stated he had one phone call from an East Carroll resident concurring with the overnight change.  

Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for final action at Monday night meeting. 

The fifth item of discussion was on the proposed revisions to the City of Macomb Comprehensive Plan.  CDC Ed Basch presented the Council with the proposed changes only for review and discussion at this and the fifth Monday night Committee of the Whole.  He gave a brief explanation of each revision and stated that he had copies of the complete Comprehensive Plan if anyone from the Council wished to review it.  He stated that the plan was good for 20 years but that it was good practice to review and assess every 5 years due to any changes that may occur.  He stated that the Council should be commended for sticking to the plan even when it was maybe not popular to some.  

He stated that it took the Planning Commission four to five meetings to go through everything and much hard work went into what needed to be changed.  He stated that the Adams Street plan came out of the Adams Street study that was added to the Comprehensive Plan after it was adopted by Council.  

He stated that the Land Use Map was not changed because overall they felt it did not need any change.  He stated the things that were omitted were no longer relevant or useless; for example railroad quiet zones.  
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He stated there were a few objectives and goals that had been added because they had come up.  
He stated that the action plan table had time frame changes according to what the world is now; as to what it was then.  

Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on agenda for September 30th for further discussion after the Council had time to review it and pose questions.  

There was no other new business.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes,  Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:30 p.m.
