			The purpose of the special council was to consider awarding the bid for emergency repair of the 				water main located at the North Edwards Street railroad crossing. Bids were opened on Friday, May 			9, 2014 at 1:30 p.m.  The apparent low bid was Central Subsurface Contracting of Illinois 					in the amount of $44,550.00.

			CA Torreson explained that a main leak had been discovered under the railroad at the location and 			was in urgent need of repair as soon as possible. He stated that the old main would remain and a 			new main would be bored next to the existing. He stated this would need to be completed before 				June 1, 2014 because of the work that would begin on the South Water Tower. 

			McClure Engineering was hired on a time and material basis and put the specifications together,  				contacting several Contractors to bid; as a result there were four bids.

			McClure Engineering Associates, Inc. recommended that the City of Macomb award the bid to  				Central Subsurface Contracting of Illinois.

			CA Torreson explained that as of present; Central Subsurface Contracting of Illinois did not have the 
			required $10 million dollar liability requirement as required by the Railroad.  The Railroad required 
			the City as well as the Contractor to have the $10 million liability.  He stated however, Central 
			Subsurface Contracting of Illinois did figure the expense in their bid and intend to have the coverage 
			before work begins.

			He stated that that should be a stipulation to awarding the bid to Central Subsurface Contracting of 
			Illinois and if they do not meet that requirement then the bid should go to the next low bid.

			Alderman Hansen asked if the City had worked with Central Subsurface Contracting of Illinois before 
			and were we pleased with their work.

			CA Torreson stated yes the City had worked with the company and that it seemed that years after 			their working for the City there were issues that came later, 3 to 4 years.  Sewer laterals were 				discovered that had been bored through. He stated he had no recollection of how hard the City 				pressed for any correction and stated they were not put on any “do not bid” list.  
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			Alderman Wynn asked why Denton Underground had noted *Includes 20” steel casing and spacers.

			Public Works Director Jason Bainter explained that Denton Underground was qualified for this type 			and size while the others were quoting 18” plastic.  He stated the 18” was the specified size and 				type.  

			Alderman Hinderliter asked about supervision of the contractors.

			Public Works Director Jason Bainter stated he would want them supervised throughout the 				entire process.

			CA Torreson explained that full time inspection on the job was a requirement of the Railroad.
			
			Alderman Hansen moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to deny bid award to Central Subsurface 			Contracting of Illinois for $44,550.00 and award bid to the second low bid, Laverdiere Construction in 			the amount of $51,899.99.

			They was much discussion on the legal ramifications of not awarding the bid to the lowest bidder.
