MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, MAY 12, 2014
5:23 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, May 12, 2014 at 5:23 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present:  Ryan Hansen, Steve Wailand, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Tom Koch, Donald Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson and City Attorney Kristen Petrie.   Alderman Louis Gilbert and City Treasurer Ronald Ward were absent. 

There were no public comments.

The first item of discussion was on the consideration to approve the annual salary of $68,200.00 for the Community Development Coordinator position to be filled by Shannon Duncan.  The Committee of the Whole was given “Power to Act” at last Monday night meeting.

CA Torreson stated that the Council was asked to approve the salary that Shannon Duncan had been offered of $68,200.00 (Pay Grade 29, Step 5) as well as three weeks of vacation during the first year of employment.  She begins work on June 23, 2014.  Ms. Duncan has worked for the WIRC for the last 13 years, now in the position of Planning Coordinator, having a Bachelor of Science from Purdue University.

There was no discussion.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to approve the salary of $68,200.00 for the position of CDC to be filled by Shannon Duncan, on question being put, Aldermen Dorsett, Hinderliter, Koch, Wynn, Moon, Hansen and Wailand being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

The second item of discussion was on changing the title of Business Office Supervisor to Business Office Manager.  CA Torreson stated the two main reasons for the change were that the title “Manager” seemed to come with more authority and it also corresponded with the other positions within the divisions of the City titles of “Manager”.  

There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for final action at Monday night meeting.

The third item of discussion was on bow hunting at Spring Lake Park.  CA Torreson stated that a Sub-Committee had been formed in order to work with the Park District to discuss the possibilities and put together a plan.  He stated they had met but were unable to come up with a definite plan.  He stated the Park District had been invited to attend tonight’s meeting.  He stated the request for discussion came from Alderman Hinderliter who wished for it to be discussed among the Council members.  He stated if there were enough interest from Council then the Park District and the City would formulate some plan to bring back to Council for approval.

He stated that there was language within the code concerning hunting and firearms and the like and after speaking with legal counsel there might be a change to wording in section C to state “hunting permitted with bow and arrow” as to make sure it would never be interpreted as firearms.

Alderman Hinderliter stated that the only way to stop poachers was to legalize hunting and bow hunting would be the best and safest option for that property and the residents.  He stated the biggest problem for hunters was that they don’t have places to hunt and this could allow those who live within the city who don’t have a place.  

Alderman Hansen stated he thought it was a good idea.  
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Alderman Koch agreed it was a good idea.

Alderman Moon expressed concern of the near bike path in the vicinity.

Alderman Hinderliter stated that it had been looked at and was excluded as a designated hunting area.  

Mayor Inman stated the Park District would be contacted in order to come together and formulate a plan to present to the Council within 30 days.  

The fourth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 9-65 of the Municipal Code of Macomb to amend hunting and firearms prohibitions at Spring Lake Park in the City of Macomb.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting.

There was no other business.


There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:40 p.m.
