MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, JUNE 9, 2014
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, June 9, 2014 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present:  Ryan Hansen, Steve Wailand, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson and City Attorney Kristen Petrie.  Alderman Tom Koch and City Treasurer Ronald Ward were absent. 

There were no public comments.

The first item of discussion was on the ordinance to create a special event liquor license for the McDonough County United Way Power of the Purse event.  This ordinance had first reading at last Monday night meeting.  The event will take place in September and is an annual event held at the Spoon River College Campus on Jackson Street.  The petitioner was not available to attend Committee of the Whole.  There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting.

The second item of discussion was on the ordinance to create a Class H plus SS and EH liquor license for Pottery House Bar & Grill.  This ordinance had first reading at last Monday night meeting.  Cynthia Christianson was available to explain the plans of operation for the opening of the restaurant and banquet room.  There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting.

The third item of discussion was on the ordinance to authorize the City of Macomb to purchase property at 314 N. Lafayette Street to be used as public improvements and additional potential right of way.  CA Torreson explained that the purchase of the parcel would become a link to the Downtown and possibly a bike path.  He stated there were scheduled committee meetings to discuss the different uses for the parcel and possibly the buildings.  There have been suggestions of locating a Welcome Center on the site.  

Alderman Dorsett stated that a big “thanks” goes out to the Mummert family for their continued interest in the community by offering the parcel to the City.  

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting.

The fourth item of discussion was on the Illinois Department of Transportation Maintenance of Streets and Highways resolution in the amount of $663,700.00.  CA Torreson explained that the breakdown of costs was compiled by the Public Works Department for future expenditures for operations of maintenance for streets and highways and where eligible for Motor Fuel Tax funds.  The resolution along with the breakdown would be submitted to the IDOT for approval.  

There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for final action at Monday night meeting.

There was no other business.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:15 p.m.
