MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, JULY 28, 2014
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, July 28, 2014 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present:  Ryan Hansen, Steve Wailand, Mellie Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Tom Koch and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson and City Attorney Kristen Petrie.  Aldermen Don Wynn and Treasurer Ronald Ward were absent.  

There were no public comments.

The first item of discussion was on the purchase and installation of an on-board video camera system for 30 buses for the McDonough County Public Transit program.  Jude Kiah from WIU was present to explain the need for the video camera system for purposes of safety and as a witness of events for any complaints or incidents that may occur.  The recommendation was for purchase from Gatekeeper Systems, Inc. of Abbotsford, BC in the amount of $100,490.00.  Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to approve the purchase and place on the consent agenda for Monday night council meeting, all Aldermen voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

The second item of discussion was on an ordinance to authorize the rezoning of the property located at 402 W. Washington Street from R-3 Two Family Residential District to B-2 General Business District.  Mayor Inman explained that the house and garage structures would be demoed and a parking lot built to accommodate patrons of the Vitale’s Restaurant who also own the location.  He stated a site plan would be submitted to the Zoning Office once the ordinance was approved by council.  

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting.  

The third item of discussion was on an ordinance to establish additional Go-West bus stops in The City of Macomb pursuant to Section 15-222 of the Municipal Code.  There was no discussion on the matter and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting.  

The fourth item of discussion was on an ordinance to create a Class P liquor license for Illinois Ayers Oil Company dba AYERCO Convenience Center #25.  There was no discussion on the matter and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting.

The fifth item of discussion was for consideration to approve Amendment III to the AT&T lease agreement for antennas on the North Randolph Street water tower.  The Council was given Power to Act.  City Attorney Petrie read an outline of the provisions and explained the additional 6 antennas requested by AT&T and stated the additional income would be $480 per month.  

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to approve the lease agreement Amendment III, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Wailand, Gilbert, Dorsett, Hinderliter, Koch and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

The sixth item of discussion was on proposed “Request for Bids” for a computer file server to be located at City Hall and Public Works Department.  CA Torreson stated this would allow for the City to have a local network with central security and back up.  He stated if approved it would be released August 5th for bids and received on August 22nd.  He stated that TimbukTek would be eligible to submit a bid as well.

Alderman Wailand asked if this would change the existing contract with TimbukTek in anyway.

CA Torreson state it did not.
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Alderman Dorsett stated he was pleased to see the City actually step into the 20th Century. 

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for approval and final action at Monday night meeting.

The seventh item of discussion was on a façade grant improvement forgivable loan application from Domino’s Pizza located at 123 West Calhoun Street.  CA Torreson explained that the application was simply to revamp new signage logo on the building itself.  He stated the low bid to purchase and install the sign was $3121.00 with the City share being $2029.00.  This was the recommendation of Committee and CDC Duncan.  

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for final action at Monday night meeting.

The eighth item of discussion was on a proposed amendment to Section 17-42 “Definitions”, Section 17-624 and Section 17-749 of the Unified Development Code regarding Medical Cannabis Dispensing Organization and Medical Cannabis Cultivation Centers.  City Attorney Kristen Petrie stated that the Illinois Pilot Program for “compassionate” use of cannabis was enacted January 2014;  in lieu of that, parameters were laid for that statute, and proposals to zoning Chapter 17 have been drafted creating definitions for the two uses; dispensaries and cultivation centers.  She stated a Planning Commission meeting was held and no one from the public attended.  She stated there was discussion among the commissioners about definitions pertaining to indoor exclusive growing, there was an overlay map for review. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Inman stated this was not “by rights” but “special use” only should potential entity’s come forward they would be subject to “special use” hearing process, planning commission and final approval of the Council.     

There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for first reading at Monday night meeting.


There was no further discussion. 

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to adjourn into executive session to consider; a.) Appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Section 2(c) (1) of the Open Meetings Act., on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Wailand, Gilbert, Dorsett, Hinderliter, Koch and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:21 p.m.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to adjourn back into open session, all Aldermen voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into open session at 5:30.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:30 p.m.
