MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 8, 2014
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, September 8, 2014 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present:  Ryan Hansen, Steve Wailand, Mellie Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Tom Koch, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson and City Attorney Kristen Petrie.  Treasurer Ronald Ward was absent.  

There were no public comments.

The first item of discussion was on the emergency interconnect water purchase contract with West Prairie Water Cooperative.  CA Torreson stated that staff had been working on this for several months now.  He explained that it was for emergency purposes only such as water shortage or disasters.  The meter would be a dual flow meter at the connection and there was $20,000.00 budgeted for installation.  Activation would be by request and consent.  The rates would be based on the City of Macomb water rates.  

Mayor Inman stated that the agreement was made for emergency failure due to pressures, supply to demand, main breaks, power failure, flood or use to fight a fire, earthquake or catastrophic events would be the cause of use for this interconnect.  

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for final action at Monday night meeting.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The second item of discussion was on an update for the permit process for Spring Lake archery deer hunting.  CA Torreson read through the “Permitting Process” as outlined by staff.  He explained that the Clerk’s Office would be distributing the permits and there were 24 total, first come first served basis.  He stated it would be for bow hunting only and applicants must show valid DL or picture ID, valid Illinois hunting license and valid Illinois bow hunting permit.  The permitting would begin October 1, 2014 9:00 a.m. or the next business day following 9:00 a.m.  There are three areas in which to hunt and applicants would be given the choice.  There would be a reserve list should anyone turn their permit in before the season ends.  The season would begin November 1 and end in mid-January. 

Alderman Wailand asked if there was a fee.

CA Torreson stated no.

There was no further discussion.  

There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:13 p.m.
