			A RESOLUTION PLEDGING TO INCREASE THE MINIMUM MONTHLY SEWER
			CHARGE SUFFICIENT TO COVER DEBT SERVICE PAYMENTS FOR AN IEPA
			LOAN FOR WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT IMPROVEMENTS

			WHEREAS, the City of Macomb intends to file a full application to the Illinois Environmental
Protection Agency (IEPA) for a loan in the approximate amount of $2.6 million to make improvements to the City’s Wastewater Treatment Plant; and

WHEREAS, the IEPA Financing Division has examined the City’s sewer rate structure and has determined that the City’s monthly minimum charge of $3.64 needs to be raised substantially in order for IEPA to issue a loan to the City of Macomb;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council and Mayor of Macomb, Illinois hereby pledge to raise the minimum monthly charge from the current $3.64 per month, to at least $6.00 per month beginning May 1, 2015; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this increase of $2.36 per month will be dedicated to pay debt service on the IEPA loan that will be finalized within the next few months; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOVED AND RECOGNIZED, that this increase in the minimum monthly charge, in and of itself, is not sufficient to meet annual debt service requirement while meeting other operational, maintenance and capital needs of the wastewater treatment system, the Mayor and Council will also increase the volume-based sewer charges by at least 1.5% for the 2015-16 fiscal year, as well as implement future revenue increases necessary to meet all debts and obligations of the wastewater treatment system.
