MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, NOVEMBER 24, 2014
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, November 24, 2014 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Steve Wailand, Mellie Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Tom Koch, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson and CDC Shannon Duncan. City Attorney Kristen Petrie was present via telephone. Treasurer Ronald Ward was absent.  

There were no public comments.

The first item of discussion was on an ordinance pertaining to the hiring procedures for certain positions: an ordinance to amend Article IV Officers and Employees generally, Section 2-130 of the Municipal Code of the City of Macomb.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  There was no discussion and the Mayor stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting.

The second item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Division 4, Section 2-261 (1) of the Municipal Code of the City of Macomb.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  There was no discussion and the Mayor stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting.

The third item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 17-187 – 17-200 of Chapter 17, Article IV, Administrative Procedures, Division 1, Subdivision Procedure, of the Macomb, Illinois Municipal Code.  CDC Shannon Duncan explained the 2 part change; as a whole it would add a “simple” subdivision procedure and also an “exception” procedure.  There were concerns from Council that were addressed regarding public notice and the ability for them to respond to changes.  As a result on page 5 in yellow highlight; a sign would be placed on the property allowing 14 days for response by a petition, if 70% of property owners within the 250 feet boundary responded, then it would no longer be eligible for the “simple” or “exception” process.  

The only other change that was added was on page 7 under list of exemptions; they have added public acquisitions, activity on public land to be exempt.  

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting.  

The fourth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Sections 4-3, 4-51, 4-51.2, 4-82, and 4-99 of Chapter 4 of the Municipal Code of Macomb, Illinois pertaining to the Macomb Liquor Code.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting.  

The fifth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 4-78, 4-76, and 4-77 of Chapter 4 of the Municipal Code of Macomb, Illinois pertaining to the creation of an outdoor café license.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting.

The sixth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Chapter 14, Article VII, Special Events of the Municipal Code of Macomb creating outdoor cafes.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting.  

The seventh item of discussion was on an ordinance to authorize the sale of certain personal property (equipment) owned by the City of Macomb.  
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This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting.  

The eighth item of discussion was to consider approval of the “Required Reporting to Municipality” by the Police and Fire Pension Boards.  The Mayor briefly went over the reported numbers with Council for the Police with a Total Trust Asset of $13 million with an Actual Investment Return of 9.67%.  He also reported for the Fire a Total Trust Asset of $10 million with an Actual Investment Return of 5.91%.  

Alderman Dorsett asked why there was a variance in the performance.

Mayor Inman stated the Fire Fund was more conservative in their investments and lesser amounts invested.

Chief Andy Taylor explained that the Police invest 60% of an equity, while Fire invests 50%.  If you look at a course of 5 years compared to that 7.25% we have done 9.95%, there was just a bad end to the year last year with the foreign investment which was recently sold.  He stated looking at the big picture they were where they should be.  

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for approval and final action at next Monday night meeting.  

The ninth item of discussion was on the 2015 meetings scheduled for Macomb City Council and Committee of the Whole.  There was no discussion.  Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to approve the scheduled meetings and place on the consent agenda for next Monday night meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.
