A. The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”), has a duty to its citizens to maintain City properties within the corporate limits of the City of Macomb.

B. The Spring Lake Park is located within the corporate limits of the City of Macomb and within the park a variety of services are offered, including but not limited to camping and associated facilities, boat dock rental and boat rentals.

C. The Municipal code of the City of Macomb provides for the fees and rates for these services to be set by the City each year.

D. The Spring Lake Management, Inc. Independent Contractor managing the Spring Lake Park Facilities has recommended that the services offered at Spring Lake Park be provided for specific fees and rates as contained in the attached Exhibit A.

E. The City Council desires to adopt the Spring Lake Park Fees and Rates to provide for the fees and rates for the designated services as declared in the attached Exhibit A.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  Incorporation of Preamble.  The preamble set out above is incorporated herein to the same extent and in the same manner as if it were out in full, verbatim, in this section.
