					   Preamble 

A.  The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”), has a duty to its citizens
          to maintain City properties within the corporate limits of the City of Macomb.

B.  The Spring Lake Park is located within the corporate limits of the City of Macomb and is
    populated by a variety of birds and animals.

C.  The Park hours for Spring Lake Park are to be determined by the City and its management.
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D. The City has been advised by its management of Spring Lake Park that the hours of 6 a.m.-
10 p.m. should be in effect March 2 – December 31, and the hours of sunrise to sunset should
be in effect from January 1 – March 1, to provide for a safe and managed park facility.

E. The City Council desires to set the park hours for Spring Lake Park and surrounding areas at
6 a.m. – 10 p.m. effective March 2 – December 31, and the hours of sunrise to sunset effective
January 1 – March 1.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, 
MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:

  	Section 1.  Incorporation of Preamble.   The preamble set out above is incorporated herein
to the same extent and in the same manner as if it were out in full, verbatim, in this section.

	Section 2.  Resolution to Set the Park Hours for Spring Lake Park.   The City Council
hereby adopts and declares the operating hours for Spring Lake Park to be 6 a.m. – 10 p.m. 
March 2 – December 31, and sunrise to sunset January 1 – March 1, to provide for a safe and 
managed Spring Lake Park and surrounding areas. 

	Section 3.  Effective Date.   This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its 
passage and approval pursuant to law.
