MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 14, 2015
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, September, 14, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Mike Wayland, Steve Wailand, Mellie Gilbert, Tom Koch, Clay Hinderliter, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson and City Attorney Kristen Petrie. Treasurer Ronald Ward was absent. 

Public comment: There was none.

The first item on the agenda for discussion was on the proposed bids specifications for sidewalk snow removal along East Jackson, West Jackson and North Lafayette Streets.  CA Torreson stated that this has become an issue due to heavy snow fall the past couple of winters, forcing walkers along Jackson and N. Lafayette Streets to walk on the high way.  There have been many citizen’s complain of the safety issue.  He stated snow removal was not a simple solution with there being at least a 6 mile stretch of sidewalks.  He stated that in 1994 City Council passed an ordinance stating the City would remove the snow and they did for a time and then gave it up.  He stated the only other solution would be to rescind the ordinance.  He explained the request for bids specifications.

Alderman Hinderliter stated the City had made a promise some 21 years ago and they should entertain any bids they may receive, otherwise they needed to check on costs of Public Works personnel performing the task.

Alderman Koch stated that it would be a very expensive investment to have the proper equipment and would be surprised if they received any bids at all.

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for final action at next Monday night meeting.

The second item on the agenda for discussion was on the ordinance to amend the city fees schedule to amend landfill leachate quantity of wastewater rates by amending 24-2 of the Municipal Code.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night, there was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting. 

The third item on the agenda for discussion was on the ordinance to establish additional “Go West” bus stops in the City of Macomb pursuant to Section 15-222 of the Municipal Code.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night, there was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting.
