MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 28, 2015
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, September, 28, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Mike Wayland, Steve Wailand, Mellie Gilbert, Tom Koch, Clay Hinderliter, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson and City Attorney Kristen Petrie. Treasurer Ronald Ward was absent. Also in attendance were City Clerk Melanie Falk and CVB Board member John Nelson.

Public comment: There was none.

The first item on the agenda for discussion was an update from the Macomb Area Convention and Visitors Bureau.  Board member John Nelson was present to give an update of the most recent events that had been held in the City.  He reported that the events such as; Kite Festival, Balloon Rally, Tania Tucker concert, Art in the Park and Al Sears Jazz Festival were all attended very well and the weather was excellent.  He stated the more detailed and hard numbers would be reported at a later date when all information was in.  

Alderman Koch asked for a detailed breakdown of the advertisement line item of $30,000.00.

Mr. Nelson stated that would not be a problem as they have obtained additional marketing tools available to help with the breakdown.

Alderman Wayland stated he understood the Councilman’s question but as the liaison for the CVB he has attended the meetings and been in the office several times in the last few months, he knew why those figures weren’t put together.  He stated there have been way too many things going on all hours of the day.  He stated if the numbers were attainable it would be good to look at them.   He stated he was not one to over judge, if it’s in the budget and it works, but he would appreciate CVB’s help in the matter. 

Mr. Nelson reported that the upcoming Quid Ditch event would create blockings of hotel rooms well over (200) two hundred.  He stated more defined details would come forth as information was exchanged and it was closer to the event.  

The second item on the agenda for discussion was on an update of the former Mummert property project.  City Administrator Dean Torreson reported that the concrete done by UCM was complete, Gary Rhoads and crew from the Cemetery did clean up debris and weeds, Jeff More has hydro seeded areas between the parking lot and rail road tracks, Wally Elsner has been hired to do landscaping, Arborvitae and tree plantings, with river rock for filler, bushes and ornamental grasses as well.  

He stated bids have been requested for a decorative metal fence between the rail road and the City property, these bids are due October 7th.  Alderman Moon has volunteered to water blast the brick which is painted, and has reported he would blast off what he can and then it would need repainted. He stated that Waste Management has agreed to provide a roll off dumpster at no charge.  Ron Waller, city employee, will do some of the interior demolition, Pella had donated windows, Bill Lotz will do brick repairs, Trotter Construction will replace the roof, soffit, gutters, remove windows and rebuild the window bucks, EPH will do plumbing and electric for the cost of materials.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]He stated that Enterprise Rental was over to look at the location, but most likely would not move there, so they would be looking for someone to lease the building.
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The third item on the agenda for discussion was an update on the search for City Administrator.  City Clerk Melanie Falk was present to report to the Council that there were 24 total applications of which the Search Committee narrowed to (8) eight and reference checks were made and now there were (7) seven that she was scheduling telephone interviews with for this week.  She stated after the telephone interviews were conducted the committee would compile their report and present to the full Council for selection of the final candidate.  

Mayor Inman stated everything was on the timeline.  

There was no further discussion and no further business.

Upon a motion being duly made by Alderman Moon, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to adjourn into executive session to consider information relative to: e). Pending or probable litigation, pursuant to Sec. 2 (c) (11) of the Open Meetings Act., upon question being put, Aldermen Wayland, Wailand, Gilbert, Koch, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:20 p.m.

Alderman Hinderliter moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to move back into open session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and they adjourned back into open session at 5:41 p.m.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Hinderliter moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:41 p.m.
