			City Attorney Kristen Petrie read the following Resolution:

			A RESOLUTION TO RESCIND THE SPRING LAKE FIREWOOD POLICY
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a. The City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the City), adopted the Resolution to adopt the Spring Lake Firewood Policy in 2012, effecting Spring Lake Park, which is located within the corporate limits of the City of Macomb.
b. The Spring Lake Firewood Policy created restrictions on the importing of certain firewood into Spring Lake Park in hopes of reducing the spread and possible infestation of Emerald Ash Borer beetles of the ash trees in the area. 
c. The Illinois Department of Agriculture has rescinded its Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) internal state quarantine on October 21, 2015, which is what prompted the City’s adoption of the Spring Lake Park Firewood Policy.
d. The Macomb Tree Board Chairman and the City Arborist have advised that rescinding the firewood policy and remaining consistent with the position of the Illinois Department of Agriculture position on imported firewood, is in the best interests of the Spring Lake Park and surrounding areas. 
e. The City Council desires to rescind the Spring Lake Firewood Policy in an effort to remain consistent with the current position on imported firewood as the Illinois Department of Agriculture has presented as of October 21, 2015.
