MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, FEBRUARY 8, 2016
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, February 8, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Mike Wayland, Mellie Gilbert, Tom Koch, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson and City Attorney Kristen Petrie.  Also in attendance was PW Director Roger Veile, CDC Ray Heitner and DDD Kristin Terry. Aldermen Steve Wailand and Treasurer Ronald Ward were absent.

Public comment: There was none.

The first item on the agenda for discussion was relocating Farmer’s Market on Tuesday evenings to the parking areas of Carroll Street and Randolph Street around Chandler Park.  DDD Kristin Terry explained that after meeting with the Farmer’s Market Committee there was interest in testing an additional Farmer’s Market for Tuesday evenings located in Chandler Park on the corners of Carroll and Randolph Streets.  The parking spaces would be used for the vendor’s and the vendor’s would set up across the sidewalk in Chandler Park so that patrons could use the sidewalk to cruise the vendor’s goods.  

She stated Tuesday evenings from 3pm to 6pm was the time and would be tested in the months of June, July and August.  She stated it would be great exposure from the bypass and it would enable those not able to attend Thursday and Saturday’s markets.  She stated it would be a whole new demographic of peoples.  She stated that she had spoken with business owners in the area and several were in favor of the idea.  

Alderman Wynn asked if the vendor’s would back into the parking spaces.

DDD Kristin Terry stated yes, most would back into the parking spaces, (Chandler Park side) and their tents would be set up directly behind (the parking space) Chandler Park side, so patrons could shop from the sidewalk.  

Alderman Moon stated he questioned whether Macomb could support another Farmer’s Market.  

DDD Kristin Terry stated that this would reach another demographic of people and if it went more than just the trial season we may eliminate one of the other markets. 

Alderman Moon stated he did not think they would get a true test by having three markets.  He could see how the evening one could be very popular.  As an individual they would increase their costs by one third; but would they increase their sales by one third.  

There was no further discussion.

Mayor Inman stated this would be placed on the agenda for final approval at next Monday night meeting.

Alderman Steve Wailand arrived late at 5:06 p.m.

The second item on the agenda for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 15-215 (1) of the Municipal Code of Macomb reducing limited parking zones.  (West Carroll from Johnson to Sherman Avenue)  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  City Attorney Kristen Petrie stated she was asked to draft the ordinance to lift the 2am-6am parking restriction from W. Carroll Street on the north side only inclusively if ran from Johnson to Ward to account for the code. 
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Mrs. Mary Warnock, 804 W. Carroll Street spoke in opposition of the amended ordinance to lift the 2am-6am restriction.  She stated that she has been a long time resident there and if this were lifted it would allow renters in the area to park in the places that were intended for resident’s family members.   She stated she would prefer the restriction not be lifted.  

Mrs. Warnock asked Council if anyone had a good concrete reason for considering this.

Mayor Inman explained that it was a request made by the former Public Works Director.

Alderman Wayland stated his concern would be if lifted; the visibility problems it may cause for crossing traffic traveling north and south from stop signs.  He stated he would have to give this some thought.

Alderman Koch remarked that this would only change parking from 2am 6am traffic, which seemed to be a low traffic time.  

Alderman Moon asked Counsel for clarification because it appeared to him after reading it that it was prohibiting parking.  

City Attorney Kristen Petrie stated that Section 215 reads; everything is prohibited parking during certain hours and on certain streets.  Sub-Section (1) was the 2am-6am restriction.  The entry on Carroll Street for its entirety on both sides, reads, everything is restricted from 2am-6am, EXCEPT the following: everything following the colon was the exception.  The 300 Block of E. Carroll on the north side from N. Sherman to Ward, (was EXCEPTED out of the 2am-6am) restricted parking.  The south side of the street from Ward to N. Normal, the north side of the street from Normal to Western and the north side from Campbell to Prairie Street, those were “excepted” out of the 2am-6am.     

Alderman Moon stated it was working as it was right now and he would not be in favor of the change. 

There was no further discussion.

Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting. 

The third item on the agenda for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Chapter 15, Article IX, Section 402 and 405 of the Municipal Code of the City of Macomb. (Towing)  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  Mayor Inman stated this was to bring the ordinance in line with the State laws of Illinois regarding Tow Rotation lists.  

There was no discussion.

Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting.  

The fourth item on the agenda for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Chapter 16, Section 12 of the Municipal Code of Macomb, Illinois pertaining to the violation of fighting.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  

There was no discussion.

Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at next Monday night meeting.

The fifth item on the agenda for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Chapter 6 of the Municipal Code of Macomb, Illinois pertaining to addition of Chapter 6, Section 132 reference in additional Chapter 6 sections.  (Animal Cruelty Penalty)  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.

There was no further discussion.

Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting. 

The sixth item on the agenda for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Chapter 4, Section 97 of the Municipal Code of Macomb, Illinois pertaining to proof of age and misrepresentation of age.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.   City Attorney Kristen Petrie stated the amendment would provide for a more consistent approach to managing the misrepresentation of age, in having a State issued Identification Card or Driver’s License of someone else’s who was older.  

The current code had additional evidential issues relating to what the “intent” of use of possession of the ID was.  This was not consistent with the State.  If you are underage and you have on your possession an ID that was not yours it’s a violation.  

Alderman Moon asked that it was in fact State law that one could not misrepresent their age.

City Attorney Petrie stated correct. 

He then asked if a Junior High student who misrepresented their age to buy cigarettes, this would be covered in that respect.  

City Attorney Petrie stated the amendment wasn’t speaking to the idea of underage cigarette purchasing.  There may be an actual reference to that in the code.  She stated she would look into it to see which chapter references that.  

Alderman Moon stated if we didn’t have it there, someone would have to be charged under State law.

City Attorney Petrie stated correct.  

There was no further discussion.

Mayor Inman stated this would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting.

The seventh item on the agenda for discussion was the meeting dates for department budget reviews.  CA Torreson reviewed the agenda dates as handed out before the meeting.  He wanted to note the three meetings that would not be held in the Caucus Room as usual because of conflicting meetings already scheduled.  

PW Committee held Tuesday, February 16, 2016 @ 1:00 p.m. will be held in the Community Room at City Hall.  The Community Development Committee held Friday, February 12, 2016 @ 1:00 p.m. will also be held in the Community Room at City Hall.

The Park and Pool Committee held Thursday, February 11, 2016 @ 9:00 a.m. will be held at the Transportation Facilities in the Meeting Room.  

He stated that Chief Barker may be out of town on the 18th but, he would let everyone know if that changes.  

He stated he would like very much to have the budget completed and handed over to Council at his last meeting February, 28, 2016.  

There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:30 p.m.
