MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, MARCH 28, 2016
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, March 28, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Michael Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Mike Wayland, Steve Wailand, Mellie Gilbert, Tom Koch, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Sue McLaughlin and City Attorney Kristen Petrie.  Also in attendance was PW Director Roger Veile. Treasurer Ronald Ward was absent.

Public comment: There was none.

The first item on the agenda for discussion was on authorizing McClure Engineering to subcontract with Whitney & Associates to perform soil boring samples in the amount of $1931.90.  Public Works Director Roger Veile was present to explain the tests would be done to measure depth of rock bed for the River Run Lift Station.  

There was no further discussion.

Alderman Koch moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to place the item on the consent agenda for Monday night Council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried. 

The second item on the agenda for discussion was on an ordinance authorizing the sale of certain personal property (equipment and vehicles) owned by the City of Macomb.  This ordinance had first reading last Monday night.  An amended Exhibit A was placed before Council members.  One truck from the Public Works Department had been removed from the list.  

There was no further discussion.

Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading at next Monday night meeting.  

The third item on the agenda for discussion was on the Fiscal Year 2016-17 budget.  Amended budget items were placed before Council for review by the City Administrator.  CA Sue McLaughlin highlighted page 3, General Corporate Income/Expense Summary; line items Water & Sewer fund revenue transfers in increased for contribution towards the City Administrator’s salary.  

Page 5 General Government; line item Spring Lake Campground Improvements had been changed to include concrete pads approved for this fiscal year. 

She stated that within the City Administrator’s Office, page 7 minor change for line item; Dues & Membership and Travel & Training, based on her credential status in her contract.  She also pointed out line item; General Operating Expenses $1000.00 was a part of the City Administrator search. 

She stated on page 30, under CIP line item; Salt Storage Building, Deferred column states $0 which did state $100,000.00, this has been removed for building of a new one.  

Page 42, Water Fund Revenues; line item Colchester Water Project Reimbursement $2310.00 has been removed because it has been paid in full.  Under Transfers Out to General Corporate this equals the transfers in mentioned earlier to compensate her salary.  This is the same for Sewer Revenues; Transfers Out.  
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Page 51, Five Year CIP the Grant Street and Spring Lake Lift Stations were switched, Grant Street being more pressing, those changes reflected this fiscal year as well as 2018.  

Page 57, Community Improvements; line item Blight Reduction Reimbursements has been added with estimates based on CDC Ray Heitner’s recommendation on what could be accomplished this fiscal year. 

She stated looking at page 1, line item General Corporate; the balance has changed overall by a reduction of -$3375.00.  She stated these pages with all updates will be included in the draft Council will receive for final review.  

Mayor Inman stated first reading would be Monday, April 4th with the hearing scheduled for the 11th, and second reading, final action on the 18th.  

Alderman Moon asked about the changes made to the Spring Lake Campground Improvements.

[bookmark: _GoBack]City Administrator McLaughlin stated that a $3000.00 expenditure was added to the re-estimated FY15-16, it had increased recently by $10,000.00 and then the $3000.00 for the concrete pads was added, bringing it to now $52,000.00.  She explained there was an advance for construction of the cabins and then the concrete pads were added.  

There was no further discussion.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:12 p.m.
