			WHEREAS, BRP requires applicants be an Illinois local unit of government and that the applicant 				partner with a local not-for-profit agency in the application and implementation of program activities; 			and 

			WHEREAS, after careful review of the program requirements, the City determined that a collaborative 			partnership with the Western Illinois Regional Council-Community Action Agency would be an 				effective partnership to remediate blight through strategic demolitions in the community; and

			WHEREAS, the City of Macomb will enter into an agreement with and make a loan to Western Illinois 			Regional Council-Community Action Agency (the “Loan”) to acquire, demolish, green and maintain 			certain blighted/vacant residential units, all in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in 			the “agreement” with Western Illinois Regional Council-Community Action Agency (the “Agreement”); 			and
