MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, APRIL 25, 2016
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, April 25, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Michael Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following Aldermen were present: Mike Wayland, Mellie Gilbert, Tom Koch, Gayle Carper, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz and City Attorney Kristen Petrie.  Also in attendance were PW Director Roger Veile, CDC Ray Heitner and City Inspector Mitch Flynn.  City Administrator Sue McLaughlin, Alderman Steve Wailand and Treasurer Ronald Ward were absent.

Public comment: There was none.

Alderman Wailand arrived late at 5:01 p.m.

The first item on the agenda for discussion was on the bids received for lawn mowing services for the City of Macomb.  One bid was received from S&G Lawn Mowing Services.  CDC Ray Heitner explained that the City had been contracting with S&G Lawn Mowing Services @ $45/per hour since 2012.  He stated the bid submitted was for $50/per hour, only a slight increase.  

He stated there was approximately $12,000 in the mowing budget for the fiscal year, equating into roughly 240 service hours.  Last year there were exactly 239 service hours performed, making this year very tight.  His recommendation was to award the bid to S&G Lawn Mowing Services per their bid.

Alderman Carper asked for clarification for the service.  

CDC Heitner explained this was for the properties found in violation of the grass and weeds limits per the Code Enforcement team.  There is a waiting period (2 weeks) to allow resolve; then the City mows the property $75/per hour for the first offense, $100/per hour for any reoccurring offense and the property owner is then billed, often times resulting in the City filing liens against the property.  

Alderman Carper asked if the City was often reimbursed.

CDC Heitner explained he had not seen payment records and it would have to be checked through the billing office. 

Alderman Wynn asked how often the mowing occurred.

CDC Heitner stated that basically mowing occurs every two weeks from May to October and the number of properties can vary.  

Alderman Moon stated this was probably the first raise the company has ever asked for since they began the service.  

Mayor Inman added that he signs off on the property liens and he would determine payment reimbursement was 50/50.

There was no further discussion.

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to approve the bid from S&G Lawn Services in the amount of $50 per hour and place on the consent agenda for Monday night meeting, all Aldermen voting “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.
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The second item on the agenda for discussion was on the pump and variable frequency drive replacement for the Grant Street lift station.  Attached was a memo from PW Director Veile along with the copies of the (3) proposals and his recommendation.  PW Director Roger Veile stated there were presently (3) pumps in the Grant Street lift station, the bids were for replacing (1) of those pumps.  

The first proposal was from Gasvoda & Associates for a Grundfos remanufactured dry pump for $49,863.  Due to its age (remanufacturing) has a delivery time of 22-24 weeks.  He stated they would like to transition to a wet submersible pump. 

The second proposal was from Electric Pump for Flygt Drypit Submersible Pumps; having Options #1 and #2 with the only difference being the method and length of time of the delivery, Air Freight vs Boat Freight; making the difference in price between the two options.  Director Veile stated his recommendation was for Option #2 in the amount of $56,195 with (Air Freight) delivery of 4-6 weeks.  

Alderman Carper asked what the specific problems with the existing pump were.

PW Director Veile stated it was simply too old and obsolete.  All of the pumps there were of the age of the 1960’s model and have not been updated.  He stated that only one pump prior to this has been rebuilt and possibly has (3) year’s life span left. 

He stated a month ago there was one pump out of service and another being repaired and we were down to only one operating pump; if there were any type of heavy rain event during that time the pump station would not have kept up with the flow coming in and then going out the lowest manhole on Grant Street and into the creek; this has happened, and we need a better system to rely on during storm situations.   

WWTP Manager Josh Peters has forecasted replacing all three pumps in the near future but this would be the first we’re working on.  

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to approve Option #2 from Electric Pump for the Flygt NT Drypit Submersible Pump & Accessories in the amount of $56,195 Including Air Freight with a 4-6 weeks delivery time, and place on the consent agenda for Monday night meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]The third item on the agenda for discussion was on the report for the refurbishing and rededication of the  1812 monument in Chandler Park.  Mayor Inman gave the report on behalf of Pella Plant Manager, Mr. John Finn.  Mayor Inman stated he was approached by Mr. Finn on behalf of Pella’s 90th year in operation and their desire to give back to the communities they have manufacturing in with ways to not only underwrite; also having their members participate in an active role.  

Their idea was to refurbish the 1812 Memorial with development and construction of a sidewalk from the main brick sidewalk and extending it up to and around the memorial.  They raised the elevation of the ground around the memorial and beautified it from that perspective, refurbishing the bronze plates (4) by a company and are now ready to reapply them.  They’re planning a rededication for Saturday, May 7, 2016 at 11:00 a.m.  Participants include the VFW and American Legion Veteran’s as well as Mr. Finn, the Mayor and Dr. John Hallwas.  There will be an unveiling process including members from across the community.  There has been outreach to the extended families of the Eads’ and Macomb’s who will be represented in some way as well.  

He stated there would be additional information given out to the Media later this week.  

He stated he was grateful to Pella for their contributions as a Corporate Citizen to the City.  

There was no further discussion.
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There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Wynn moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:14 p.m.
