MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, MAY 9, 2016
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, May 9, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Michael Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following Aldermen were present: Mike Wayland, Mellie Gilbert, Tom Koch, Gayle Carper, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Sue McLaughlin and City Attorney Kristen Petrie.  Also in attendance were Police Chief Curt Barker and CDC Ray Heitner.  Alderman Steve Wailand and Treasurer Ronald Ward were absent.

Public comment: There was none.

The first item on the agenda for discussion was on an update from ESDA Director Dan Kreps on the Storm Warning Protocol.  Mr. Kreps explained that there were 9 sirens located in the county and they were tested every first Tuesday of the month with the exception of a storm in progress.  These were set off by radio frequency through the 911 Center throughout the whole county.  

He explained there were some new protocols, however what was in place was still in place.  For example; if we’re issued a tornado warning from the National Weather Service for the City of Macomb, the sirens go off, then the same throughout the rest of the county as would be effected. 

He stated that the idea of sirens were not to be heard from inside your home, but to warn you from outside to go in, then listening to weather radio or media to receive further information.  He also stated there was no longer an “all clear” signal as has been in the past.  

He stated the 911 Center also notifies pagers for the County Volunteer Firefighters, Macomb Firefighters and Police Department, who become the storm spotters as well as the volunteer spotters throughout the county along with the LEARC.  All information then ends up at the National Weather Service to determine if it stays in effect.  

He stated the 911 Center has adopted new policy recommended by the National Weather Service, if there should be a severe thunderstorm warning, pagers and sirens would be activated notifying fire and police that were in the path of that storm, Macomb, Colchester, for example.  Included and now in effect are 70 mph winds or greater and golf ball sized hail, because of risk of injury to people and property.    

Mayor Inman stated that the City also subscribes to a paid service called “Code Red” telephone notification with the tornado protocol adopted for that as well, receiving a pre-recorded message, all land line phones are loaded, citizens with cell phones only, must opt in and this can be done through the City’s website.  

Mayor Inman stated that Mr. Kreps’ position was jointly funded through the County and City and appreciated his work and the update.

Mr. Kreps closed by stating the importance of a weather radio, set for McDonough County, for being alerted of storm activity while sleeping.  

There was no further discussion.

The second item on the agenda for discussion was on the construction engineering proposal with Maurer-Stutz for the Candy Lane sidewalk construction in the amount of 18,760.00.  
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[bookmark: _GoBack]City Administrator Sue McLaughlin stated this was for construction oversight and the fee began at $22,000 then dropping to the $18,760, she felt was still too high.  She stated that she was notified by Maurer-Stutz that the same person that would be overseeing Glenwood Water Main would be overseeing this project; so they were hopeful that this project would never reach the $18,000 mark.  

There was no further discussion.

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to approve the construction engineering proposal with Maurer-Stutz for the Candy Lane sidewalk construction in the amount of $18,760.00, and place it on the Consent Agenda at Monday night meeting for final approval, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

Upon a motion being duly made by Alderman Moon, seconded by Alderman Wynn to move into executive session to consider information relative to: b). Collective Bargaining matters between the public body and its employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Sec.2 (c) (2) of the Open Meetings Act., upon question being asked, Aldermen Wayland, Gilbert, Koch, Carper, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:12 p.m.

Alderman Wynn moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to adjourn back into open session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into open session at 6:03 p.m.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:14 p.m.
