MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, JULY 25, 2016
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, July 25, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following Aldermen were present: Mike Wayland, Mellie Gilbert, Gayle Carper, Tom Koch and Dennis Moon.  Aldermen Steve Wailand, Don Wynn, City Attorney Kristen Petrie were absent.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Sue McLaughlin, CDC Ray Heitner, PW Director Roger Veile and WWT Manager Josh Peters. 

Public comment: There was none.  

Alderman Steve Wailand arrived late at 5:03 p.m.

The first item on the agenda for discussion was a presentation from Western Illinois Regional Council giving an overview of the target area for the Community Development Block Grant program intended to assist with housing rehabilitation and public infrastructure.  Kevin Weihardt, WIRC presented council with a description and time line for the program.  He stated that survey letters would be sent out Tuesday, July 26, 2016 to the target area of Piper Street from Johnson to Ward Streets.  The target area consists of Low to Moderate Income, Single Family Owner Occupied homes (71) total.  The area was targeted with the help of the WIU GIS Center.  He stated the next step would be door to door surveys, a notification letter would be sent to all 71 owner occupied residents.  Surveying will begin the first week of August. 
He stated the success of the application will be how well they do with the surveys, their goal is 85%.  

He stated this was where they were with the program and wanted to make council aware in the event that members would be questioned.  

Mayor Inman asked if there were any news along the infrastructure side of the program.

Mr. Weihardt stated the last heard on that was a meeting with Kent Cox needed to take place. He stated they need documentation on health and safety for the past two years.  

Alderman Carper asked if the impact had to be shown in the actual application process.

Mr. Weihardt stated yes it has to be a contiguous area and there was a 3 to 1 ratio they have to work with.  He stated if they wanted to do 11 homes there would have to be 33 homes in the targeted area. 

Mayor Inman stated this program was above and beyond the Blight Reduction program.

Mr. Weihardt stated submission of the application would be September 30th with an answer by the first of the year. 

There was no further discussion.

The second item on the agenda for discussion was on the approval of a change order in the amount of $14,000.00 for the grit building feeder installation and wiring as part of the Wastewater Treatment Plant improvement project.  WWT Mngr. Josh Peters explained that while doing conduit work on the existing plant; it was discovered that that some wires from work done in the 70’s had not been placed in any conduit and they were in only 1 ½ feet of dirt.  He stated the contractor did hit some wires but not any high voltage lines.  He stated it has been band aided for now but they would like to utilize the 2” conduit that was put in place 2 years ago as part of the pista grit project.  
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He stated it was timing and a blessing in disguise that the electrical contractor was doing work; now was a good time to remedy this.  He stated the cost for running the new line through the existing conduit, install new breakers in the primary building into the headworks building and feeding all electrical components in the headworks building was $14,885.00.  He stated he was there seeking approval for the change order.  He stated there was time but the contractor needs to know what to order.  

Alderman Moon asked Josh to explain some savings.

Josh explained that there was a reduction of $30,000 because of discovered items not needed. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to approve the change order for $14,885.00 and place it on the consent agenda for Monday night meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

The third item on the agenda for discussion was on an ordinance authorizing the issuance of General Obligation Refunding Bonds (Waterworks Alternate Revenue Source), Series 2016 of the City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois, in an aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $2,440,000 for the purpose of refinancing certain outstanding obligations and paying costs related hereto.  CA Sue McLaughlin stated the ordinance was 30 plus pages long and was available for review in the Clerk’s office.  She stated it covers everything from the terms, amount, redemption procedure, funding source, tax abatement, insurance and everything from A-Z on the process of refunding. 

She stated there were minor adjustments to the ordinance; the date was removed for the issuance of the bonds.  She stated there was a pre-meeting and an official meeting with Moody’s in August for our new rating.  

Mayor Inman asked the amount savings hoped for.

CA McLaughlin stated minimum of $140,000 upwards $200,000 over the life; about $20,000 annually.  

Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for first reading at Monday night meeting. 

There was no further discussion.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:20 p.m.
