MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, AUGUST 8, 2016
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, August 8, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following Aldermen were present: Mike Wayland, Mellie Gilbert, and Don Wynn.  Aldermen Steve Wailand, Tom Koch, Gayle Carper and Dennis Moon were absent.  There was not a quorum to conduct formal business.  This did not preclude discussion as outlined in the agenda.

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Attorney Kristen Petrie, City Administrator Sue McLaughlin and PW Director Roger Veile. 

Public comment: There was none.

The first item on the agenda for discussion was on a request from the Macomb Women’s Club to expand their memorial brick project at the Women’s Memorial Statue in Chandler Park.  Alderman Wynn reported that there was a committee meeting of the Park and Pool held where the Women’s Club presented their design of the sidewalk that was outlined by concrete with the paving bricks laid inside.  The bricks have been sold by the club in memorial of women in the community.  

He explained that there was no cost to the city and there was a fund to help maintain the memorial site.  

Mayor Inman stated without objection this would be placed on the consent agenda for Monday night meeting.  

The second item on the agenda for discussion was on a request from the Lions Club to donate a bench at the bus stop at the southeast corner of Calhoun and Dudley Streets.   Mayor Inman stated the bench would be complimentary to the rest of the bus stops located throughout the community.  The plan has been forwarded to the CDC Office, City Attorney and Nathan Cobb at the Transportations Facility.  The consensus was excitement in the providing the labor for this project and doing the project in its entirety through donated labor.  The City Attorney was asked to review for ADA compliance and Nathan Cobb will connect them with the engineering firm that have laid out the other bus stops.  

He stated Mr. Bob Bowen of the Lions Club brought this forward.  He stated the project start was possibly even before the end of this year.  

Alderman Wynn asked who would be responsible for any damages or vandalism to the site.

Mayor Inman stated it would be the City’s.  He stated there were 2 kits purchased earlier, owned by the City that were to be used when the funding was thought to be available.  One will be implemented at this location.  

The third item on the agenda for discussion was on authorizing soliciting bids for the Hickory Bow project.  PW Director Roger Veile explained that this was to replace a culvert 208’ linear feet, 5’ diameter corrugated metal pipe under Hickory Bow.  New pipe would be corrugated polymer coated metal, allowing an alternate for aluminum pipe and reinforced concrete pipe.  Plans and specs are complete and ready to go and we’re asking to put out for bids.  

Mayor Inman stated without objection this would be placed on the consent agenda for Monday night meeting.  

There was no further discussion.

Mayor Inman stated in the form of announcements there were two things he wanted to mention:
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The first thing was construction of the N. Prairie Avenue improvements from Jackson Street 300’ north will be closed to traffic Wednesday, August 10, and they have reached the schools informing them of minimal impact to them on school bus traffic.  He stated the project has a 20 working day construction time line.  

The second thing was the City’s mosquito spraying policy; we’re letting the public know that we will commence spraying two nights per week due to recent rain and notification from the Health Department of the West Nile virus detected in some of the local bird population.
