MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, AUGUST 22, 2016
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, August 22, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order at 5:46 p.m.

Roll call was taken and the following Aldermen answered present; Mike Wayland, Mellie Gilbert, Tom Koch, Gayle Carper, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.  

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Attorney Kristen Petrie, City Administrator Sue McLaughlin and CDC Ray Heitner.   

Public comment: Ms. Penny Younker 1901 Riverview Dr. President of Macomb Beautiful Association was there to remind the developers of the importance of the new plantings surrounding the new facility.  She encouraged the developer to plant mature trees for shade an attractive shrubbery.  

Mr. Morris Voss 456 S. Edwards a member of the Macomb Beautiful Association was present to call attention to the significant urban forest that was present in the alley today.  Pointing out the Silver Maples, Blue Spruce and Persimmon trees that were very noticeable and the masterpiece 42” diameter Tula poplar that forms the beautiful skyline today.  He asked that the developers also consider these in a serious manner when replanting.    

The first item on the agenda was second reading of an ordinance to consider the vacation of a section of the alley located in Block 27 of Original Town in the City of Macomb. Council has Power to Act.  This ordinance had first reading and will be presented for second reading and final approval.  City Attorney Kristen Petrie presented the ordinance for second reading.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Brad Prischman V-3 Engineering explained 4 conditional items for the cooperation of two of the adjacent owners of the alley vacation.  The conditions were as follows verbatim:

1. Widen the north apron of that relocated alley so it would be located just south of the existing east/west alley so folks would be able to, going north bound, through the church parking lot, to be able to do a 180 degree turn more comfortably, allow a wider road for 2-way traffic to maneuver and make that turn.  The remainder north/south portion would remain at 16’ wide for cars driving north and south.  The 16’ alley would allow for two 8’ lanes the existing east/west alley is only 12’ wide so it would be additional 4’ above what is existing, so you’d be getting two 8’ lanes, making it easier on the north/south portion for people to pass each other. 
2. The second item was an existing utility pole located at the northeast corner of the church building which causes issues when folk are making a left going west down the alley, it’s difficult to maneuver because the alley is 12’ wide and the pole is a 1 ½’ to 2’ into the alley, essentially making it only 10’ wide alley and the neighbor to the north has a large tree that is right on the alley line creating a very tight spot to make that turn.  We would look to basically we’d work with Frontier who I believe is the owner based on our conversations for the relocation of the pole within the CVS property for the proposed alley vacation.  We basically pledge up to $25,000 to relocate that pole, so it’s easier to take that left for folks to go toward Campbell on the east/west alley to remain.
3. The third item would be basically because the majority of traffic enters Lucie Law parking lot behind their building which is just north of the alley.  We would be cutting off that traffic from Dudley so we would provide a 3’x5’ easement area on our south end property on Washington for Lucie Law to place a sign so people would know they can turn at that alley to access the Lucie Law parking lot to the north. 
4. We did talk with Mr. Lucie prior to about putting a 6’ fence along the west property line along his shared property line with Lucie Law a 6’ wood opaque fence, with 12 Arborvitaes on our side of the fence along where his customers enter the rear of his property, but they would be on our side 
of the fence and would grow large to kinda screen the sound of cars.  Then we would widen the buffer from 3’ to 5’. I know these are site plan items but we did discuss this as part of the vacation so I would add to those as well. 

Mr. Prischman stated all items were subject to CVS Corporate approval but he did not anticipate any objections.  

Alderman Koch moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to approve the ordinance to vacate the section of alley located in Block 27 of Original Town in the City of Macomb based on all 4 conditions as stated by Mr. Prischman of V-3 Engineering, on question being put, Aldermen Wayland, Gilbert, Koch, Carper, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and the ordinance was approved and became Ordinance No. 16-26.

Mr. Jim Lucie remarked on the notification process and being a “good neighbor” stating that newspaper notifications were nonsensical in today’s society and he felt it should have started earlier than today and there would not have been delays.  

Mayor Inman stated that there was a CDC Committee meeting held on July 20th addressing this subject, and that it was open to the public and the media did not attend.  

Mr. Jerry Riggins expressed his appreciation to Mayor Inman for his help in facilitating the changes in the proposal.

There was no further discussion.   

Upon a motion being made by Alderman Moon, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn into executive session to consider information relative to: b). Collective Bargaining matters between the public body and its employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Sec. 2 (c) (2) of the Open Meetings Act., d). The setting of a price for sale or lease of property owned by the public body, to Sec. 2 (c) (5) of the Open Meetings Act., and e). Pending or probable litigation, pursuant to Sec. 2 (c) (11) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Wayland, Gilbert, Koch, Carper, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 6:07 p.m.

Alderman Wayland moved, seconded by Aldermen Wynn to adjourn back into open session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into open session at 7:27 p.m. 

There being no further business to discuss Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wayland to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 7:28 p.m.
