MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 12, 2016
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, September 12, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following Aldermen answered present; Mike Wayland, Mellie Gilbert, Tom Koch, Gayle Carper, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.  

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz, City Attorney Kristen Petrie and City Administrator Sue McLaughlin.  Also in attendance were PW Director Roger Viele, CDC Ray Heitner and former Aldermen Steve Wailand.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Inman presented a Certificate of Appreciation to former Alderman Steve Wailand for his time of service on the Macomb City Council as Alderman of the Second Ward.  

Mr. Wailand thanked the Council and past Council members whom he served with for their help in making his time as Alderman a truly rewarding experience. 

Public comment, there was none.

The first item on the agenda for discussion was on soliciting bids for the River Run lift station project.  CA McLaughlin explained that this was an issue due to a violation with the EPA.  This would replace an existing lift station and install a new force main. This was originally estimated at $350,000, which has been revised upwards to $375,000.  There is some concern of affordability so there may be adjustments.  The recommendation is to place it out for bids to see where it comes in.  

She stated the permit has been received to proceed from the EPA.

Alderman Moon asked how long the permit was good for should they not do the project.

PW Director Viele stated for one year, and extensions can be requested if needed. 

There was no further discussion and Mayor Inman stated staff would prepare the bid documents to be let.  

The second item on the agenda for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Sections 15-214 and 15-215 of the Municipal Code of Macomb to amend On-Street Restricted Parking Zones. (West Adams Street and West Calhoun Street).  This ordinance had first reading last Tuesday night.  Mayor Inman explained this was a matter of housekeeping to sync the signage with the ordinance.  

There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting. 

The third item for discussion was on an ordinance to amend Section 15-234 Snow Routes on an Arterial Street of the Municipal Code of the City of Macomb (Walton Way).  This ordinance had first reading last Tuesday night.  Mayor Inman stated that this was adding Walton Way from Wheeler Street to Jackson Street.  There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading and final action at Monday night meeting. 

There being no further business to discuss Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:08 p.m.
