MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 26, 2016
5:00 P.M.



The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, September 26, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mike Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following Aldermen answered present; Mike Wayland, Mellie Gilbert, Tom Koch, Gayle Carper, Don Wynn and Dennis Moon.  

Others present: Deputy Clerk Renee Lotz and City Attorney Kristen Petrie. Also in attendance was Downtown Development Director Kristin Terry. City Administrator Sue McLaughlin and Treasurer Ron Ward were absent. 

The first item on the agenda for discussion was on giving recognition to the distinguished sponsors for the “Sculpting the Future for Downtown Macomb” project.  DD Director Kristin Terry honored the following for their contributions and sponsorships toward the sculpture project by presenting them with plaques:

The Mayor thanked the joint efforts of the Macomb Downtown Development and the WIU Art Department, for making this project a positive reality.  

The second item on the agenda for discussion was on the status of the Downtown Alley Lighting project.  DD Director Kristin Terry reported that the fixtures and materials to do the project have arrived and are being housed at Mike Cox’s warehouse.  She stated that Mr. Rich Wallen should begin the installation of the fixtures sometime this week in hopes of installing (2) per day.  She stated the additional lighting would be in the alley at The Ritz and all others would be replacements located: Century 21-Diamond Den, Sullivan Taylor-Nail Salon, Shiloh-Loui’s Diner, Barsi-Free Range Yoga.  

City Attorney Kristen Petrie stated the lights have been on the existing buildings but when the new location was added, she proceeded with utility easements for all, giving the city certainty of placement due to the fact that there was nothing in writing for the existing locations.   

Alderman Carper congratulated DD Director Kristin Terry for her hard work particularly the sculptures to the Downtown area which has received good press for Macomb.  

There was no further discussion.

Mayor Inman stated for a matter of information, there would be a decision on a recommendation for the 2nd Ward Alderman seat for Council’s review and action next Monday night.

There will be an update on the IML Conference from those in attendance.  

There being no further business to discuss Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn the meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by Viva Voca vote, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned the meeting at 5:12 p.m.
